ALEKSANDRA FJODOROVNA
ROMANOVA (1872-1918)

Kejsarinna av Ryssland, Storfurstinna av Finland

Prinsessan Alix av Hessen foddes i Darmstadt, Tyskland, ar
1872. Hon var ett av drottning Victorias alskade barnbarn,
som gifte sig 1894 med Rysslands kejsare Nikolaj II. T och med
sitt giftermal 6vergick hon till den ortodoxa tron och fick nam-
net Alexandra Fjodorovna. For eftervarlden ar hon mest kand
som Rysslands sista kejsarinna.

Enligt ett beslut av "den ryska ortodoxa synoden" i augusti
2000 kanoniserades medlemmarna av den kejserliga familjen,
dvs helgonforklarades. Kejsarinnan Alexandra benamns "Den
heliga Alexandra, Saint Alexandra the Passion Bearer". Vinter-
tid bodde kejsarinnan och den 6vriga kejserliga familjen alltid
i Vinterpalatset i S:t Petersburg, vid stranden av floden Neva.
Till sommaren flyttade man till ett av de statliga palatsen utan-
for staden (Tsarskoje Selo och Peterhof). Det forsilvrade mob-
lemang som utropas pa Bukowskis internationella varauktion
hérstammar frén en av kejsarinnans privata salonger i Vinter-
palatset.

Moblemanget ér tillverkat i méster N.E Svirskys snickarverk-
stad i S:t Petersburg 1894 i samband med kejsarparets akten-
skap. Den unika mobeln ar ritad av arkitekt N.V. Nabokov som
sedemera planerade och inredde Nikolaj II:s och Alexandra
Fjodorovnas 6vriga privata utrymmen inklusive gardinerna.

PRINSESSAN ALIX' VAG TILL KEJSARINNA

AV RYSSLAND

Alix gifte sig osedvanligt sent vid 22-drs dlder med den da
26-drige Nikolaj II. Brollopet agde rum tvé veckor efter faderns,
kejsar Alexander 111, bortgéng. Forst ndstan tvé ar senare, i maj
1896, krontes Nikolaj 11 och Alexandra i Kreml i Moskva. 1
samband med kroningsfestligheterna omkom tusentals bon-
der i det tumult som uppstod nar minnesféremal delades ut.
Handelsen berorde kejsarparet djupt. Av artighetsskal deltog
de dock foljande dag i den bal som hade anordnats av den
franska ambassdoren, nagot som inte hojde deras anseende i
folkets 6gon.

Kejsarinnan, som till naturen var tystlaten och tillbakadra-
gen, undvek offentliga framtradanden som mycket som moj-
ligt. Darmed forblev hon till stor del okand for det ryska folket
som dessutom var besvikna over att hon inte genast kunde ge
dem en manlig tronarvinge. Alexandras fyra forsta barn var
alla flickor; storfurstinnan Olga (1895), storfurstinnan Tatjana
(1897), storfurstinnan Maria (1899) och storfurstinnan Ana-
stasia (1901).

Den efterldngtade tronarvingen, storfursten Alexej, foddes
1904. Sonen verkade till en borjan helt frisk men efter redan
négra veckor efter fodseln markte man att allt inte stod ratt till.
Det visade sig att Alexej led av obotlig blodarsjuka, hemofilia,
en arftlig sjukdom som soner kan fa via modern. Familjen var
djupt chockad, kejsarinnan vande sig till den ortodoxa kyrkans
ritualer och tillbringade timmar i bon i sitt privata kapell.

Man forsokte med alla vetenskapliga och spirituella metoder
hitta ett botemedel. Alexandra vande sig aven till s.k. mystiker
och "heliga man" som ledde henne till helbragdagoraren Gri-
gorij Rasputin, som kom att ha en avgorande betydelse for hela
kejsardomets framtid. Rasputin hade genom Alexejs sjukdom
ett stort inflytande pa kejsarinnan och den ovriga familjen.

Forsta varldskrigets utbrott 1914 kom att bli en omvalvande
héndelse bade for Ryssland och kejsarinnan Alexandra person-
ligen.

Nar Nikolaj II reste till fronten 1915 lamnade han 6ver
ansvaret att styra landet till den politiskt oerfarna Alexandra.
Dérmed fick den 6kande Rasputin, enligt rddande uppfattning
bland befolkningen, ett stort inflytande 6ver rikets angelédgen-
heter. Kriget var en enorm borda for Ryssland och dess eko-

nomi. Folket led och det rddde ungersnod i hela landet.

Nikolaj IL:s beslut att delta i kriget vid fronten, ledde till att
han anklagades personligen bade for krigsforlusterna och for
att den tyskfodda kejsarinnan hade ansvar {6r dynastin Roma-
nov. I mars 1917 gjorde den hungrande befolkningen uppror
pé gatorna i S:t Petersburg. Kejsaren beordrade armén att ater-
stalla ordningen. Duman bad regenten att skyndsamt forbattra
invanarnas levnadsvillkor varpa denne svarade med att avsatta
duman. Detta ledde till att armén sallade sig till upprorsma-
karna och februarirevolutionen borjade.

Duman utnamnde en temporar regering och uppmanade
Nikolaj IT att avsdga sig makten. Den nya regeringen tillat inte
kejsarfamiljen att limna landet utan den sattes i hemarrest i
Alexanders palats, Tsarskoje Selo. I augusti 1917 flyttades fa-
miljen i sakerhet till Tobolsk i Sibirien och vistades dar nar
bolsjevikrevolutionen borjade i november 1917. Foljande ar
flyttade man dem till Jekaterinerburg dar deras sakerhet garan-
terades av en vaktstyrka pa 75 man.

Den fjarde juni 1918 utnamndes bolsjeviken Jakov Jurov-
skij, vars lojalitet riktades mot de nya makthavarna i Moskva,
till ny befdlhavare for kejsarfamiljens vaktstyrka. Den 13 juni
fick han order fran hogre ort att avrétta hela familjen.

Nagra dagar senare skickades en del av tjanstefolket bort pa
order av befdlhavare Jurovskij och snart darefter skots hela den
kejserliga familjen.

Kropparna forslades till en overgiven gruva utanfor staden.
Den kejserliga familjens okdnda 6de sysselsatte manniskor jor-
den runt i 4rtionden. Befalhavare Jurovskijs hemliga rapport
hittades redan pd 1970-talet men kom till allman kdnnedom
forst pa 1990-talet vilket mojliggjorde en upptackt av kvarle-
vorna.

Ar 1998 da Boris Jeltsin var vid makten begravdes Aleksan-
dra, Nikolai och tre av deras identifierade barn med festliga
seremonier [ Peter-Pauls katedralen I St.Petersburg, 80 ar efter
mordet pa dem.

ALEXANDRA FEODOROVNA

ROMANOVA (1872-1918)
The Empress of Russia, The Grand Duchess of Finland

Princess Alix of Hesse was born in Darmstadt, Germany, in
1872. She was a muchloved grandchild of Queen Victoria of
the United Kingdom who brought her up after the death of her
mother. Alix of Hesse married Nicholas II, Emperor of Russia,
in 1894. She was given the name Alexandra Feodorovna upon
being received into the Russian Orthodox Church. Alexandra
Feodorovna is best known for being the last Empress of Rus-
sia.

In August, 2000, the Holy Synod of the Russian Orthodox
Church canonised the Imperial family. Empress Alexandra be-
came “Saint Alexandra the Passion Bearer”. During wintertime,
the Empress and the Imperial family stayed at the Winter Palace
of Saint Petersburg, on the River Neva. In the summertime, the
family moved out of the city to their fabulous Summer Palaces
(Tsarskoye Selo and Petergof). The silverplated furniture to be




auctioned in Bukowskis” Spring Sale comes from the Empress’s
salon in her private quarters at the Winter Palace.

The furniture was made in the master N.E Svirsky’s manu-
factory in Saint Petersburg in 1894, after the Imperial mar-
riage. These unique pieces were designed by the architect N.V.
Nabokov, who designed all the interiors of Nicholas 1T and Al-
exandra Feodorovnas private quarters, including the curtains.

FROM PRINCESS ALIX OF HESSE TO THE EMPRESS
OF RUSSIA

Alix was married to the 26-year-old Nicholas II relatively late
for her rank and era, at the age of 22. Their wedding was held
two weeks after the death of Nicholas II's father and predeces-
sor, Alexander III.

The coronation of Nicholas II and Alexandra took place al-
most two years later, in May 1896, inside the Kremlin in Mos-
cow. During the celebrations, thousands of citizens were tram-
pled to death in the rush for commemorative coronation gifts.
The Imperial couple were devastated. Nevertheless, for reasons
of courtesy they attended the French Ambassador’s ball on the
following day, which did nothing to increase their popularity
with the Russian people.

The silent and rather retiring Empress remained distant from
and unknown to the people, since she avoided public appear-

ances as much as possible. The people were also disappointed
in her because on her first four attempts she failed to provide
the Russian throne with the heir that they expected. Alexan-
dra’s first four children were girls: Grand Duchess Olga (1895),
Grand Duchess Tatiana (1897), Grand Duchess Maria (1899)
and Grand Duchess Anastasia (1901).

The longed-for male child, Grand Duke Alexei, was born in
1904. At first, the boy seemed healthy and normal, but within
a few weeks, it became clear that something was not right. It
was discovered that Alexei suffered from an incurable blood
disease, haemophilia, which is transmitted through the moth-
er. The family were shocked. In her grief the Empress turned to
God, familiarizing herself with Orthodox rituals and spending
hours praying in her private chapel.

The family sought out and tried every possible medical and
spiritual means of curing the boy. Alexandra also turned to
mystics and “holy men”. It was then that she met Grigori Ras-
putin, who was claimed to be a miracle healer. Rasputin’ influ-
ence on Alexandra, and on the whole Imperial family in their
attempts to cure Alexei, was to be crucial, and affected the
destiny of the Russian Empire.

The outbreak of Word War I in 1914 was an epochal event for
Russia and, with her German roots, for Alexandra personally.

When the Emperor Nicholas II travelled to the front line
in 1915, the Russian government was left on the shoulders
of the politically inexperienced Alexandra. The disreputable
Rasputin seemed to have a great influence on the government,
or at least that was commonly believed among the people. The
burden of the war on Russia and its economy was unbearable.
The people were suffering and starving.

Because of Nikolai II's decision to fight on the front line,
he was personally blamed for the losses and for leaving the
German-born Empress in charge of the Romanov dynasty. In
February 1917, hungry crowds began rioting in the streets of
Saint Petersburg. The Emperor ordered the army to restore
order. The Duma urged the Emperor to improve conditions
among the people, to which he responded by dissolving the
Duma. This led to a situation in which the army joined in the
rebellion, and the February Revolution was ignited.

The Duma declared a Provisional Government, and urged
Emperor Nicholas II to give up the throne. The Imperial family
was confined to the Alexander Palace at Tsarskoye Selo, since
the new government would not allow the family to leave the
country. In August 1917, the Imperial family was moved to
Tobolsk in Siberia, where they were during the October Revo-
lution in 1917. Then, in 1918, they were moved to the strictly
guarded Ipatiev House at Ekaterinburg,

On July 4, 1918, Yakov Yurovsky, a loyal Bolshevik that Mos-
cow could rely on, was appointed commandant of the Ipatiev
House. On July 13, he was given the order to murder the Im-
perial family.

A few days later, commandant Yurovsky sent part of the staff
out of the house.

Soon after that, the whole Imperial family was shot.

Their bodies were dumped in a mine shaft outside of Ekater-
inburg. For decades, people around the world wondered about
the fate of the Imperial family.

Commandant Yurovsky’s secret report was found in the late
19705, but did not become public knowledge until the 199075,
when it helped the authorities locate the remains. Advanced
DNA analysis helped in the recognition work.

In 1998, during Boris Yeltsin’s presidency, Alexandra, Nicho-
las I and three of the identified children were buried with great
ceremony in the Peter and Paul Cathedral in Saint Petersburg,
80 years after their murder.
